The assumption underpinning this work by the Community Safety Forum and it’s sub-group, the Road
Safety Working Group is that the initiatives it promotes in the East Lothian Road Safety Plan has a direct

effect on the casualty statistics. The Road Safety initiatives pursued in East Lothian follow those

investigated and developed by Road Safety Scotland and SCOTS. The new 10 year Scottish Road Safety
Framework "Go Safe on Scotland's roads - it's everyone's responsibility"” was launched in June 2009. It

contains new approaches and targets to achieve further national casualty reductions over the next
decade. The short-term outcomes above will be modified in the next logic model update.
